NORTH 

Grassed 

area: Strim in 

June, then 

mow weekly  

Hedge and trees:  
Autumn - Trim 

back and prune 

lower branches. 

Overgrown area:  Every other 

year, trim back over-hanging 

branches, tidy grave compounds 

and remove ivy from stones & 

ironwork.  Plant with ground-cover 

plants. 

Main path and area 

for cremated 

remains:  Keep close 

- mown at all times. 

Verges:  Mow 

fortnightly, either 

side of the drive, 

between the gates. 

Bank-sides:  Strim in 

September. 

Hedges: Trim in September. 

Area with spring bulbs:  

Strim in late June then 

mow weekly. 

Hedge and trees:  
Autumn - Trim 

back and prune 

lower branches. 

Rough Area: Strim in 

March and September.  

Cut hedge in September. 
Holly tree:  
Occasionally 

prune lower 

branches. 

Area under ancient Yew 

tree: Remove brambles. 

NOTES: 

 

Graves within kerbed boundaries:  Where possible, to be levelled with soil and apply grass seed.  Elsewhere, SW to treat with weed-killer each year. 

 

Main grassed areas:  Mow to medium height each week, concentrating on the areas near the main gate, and near the recent burials.  Cuttings to be 

removed, and tipped along the south boundary, between the fences. 

 

Strimming:  When possible, One or two of the group to strim. 

 

Stones:  Visual health and safety check, weekly, and immediately report any loose ones. 

 

Areas of uneven grass:  To be gradually filled with top-soil and reseeded.
