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 The Parish Council are working in partnership with Notts. County Council Trading Standards to operate a LorryWatch scheme in the parish.  
The scheme has been established to detect the misuse of weight restricted routes by heavy goods vehicles through the parish.  These vehicles have an adverse effect on road surfaces, structures and underground services.  They can also cause unnecessary air and noise pollution in built up area.  Large vehicles can create serious safety hazards for other road users and pedestrians, in particular children.  LorryWatch signs have been erected at each entrance to the weight restricted area to warn vehicles that the scheme is in operation.
LorryWatch works by local observers noting details of vehicles that may be misusing weight restricted roads through the parish.  Details are then passed to the Parish Council as coordinator and we send details on to Trading Standards.  VOSA and the Driver and Vehicle Licensing Agency in Swansea are then contacted for weight and ownership details of the vehicles in question.  A letter will be sent to the owner to determine whether the driver was in contravention of the weight restrictions when observed.  A decision is then taken on appropriate action.
It should be borne in mind that some large goods vehicles are entitled to enter the weight restricted area around Papplewick for access or other exempted purposes.  Roads covered by a 7.5 tonne weight limit include Forest Lane, Main Street and Linby Lane.  If you see a large goods vehicle you think might be in contravention of this limit, please submit details either to the Parish Council or Trading Standards on one of the following forms:
